OPERATIONS

· The Society opened its first bookshelf at Frog Hollow Neighbourhood House on October 18, 2011. Operating hours are currently Tuesdays and Wednesdays from 9:45 am – 11 am

· Book shelf materials and labour were donated

· Seven volunteers (including two Directors) were recruited and trained, and serve at the bookshelf during operating hours on a scheduled basis 

· A storage locker was hired and bookshelves installed at Maple Leaf Storage, 1818 Quebec Street, Vancouver, BC.  Any books not currently on the bookshelf are stored there. 

· Directors and Officers Liability Insurance is in place. 

· As of November 23, 2011, 228 books have been distributed over 13.75 hours on 11 opening days.

· Additional hours are being planned for 2012 at Frog Hollow and Directors are making inquires regarding an appropriate second location.  

FUNDING

· The Society has received several private donations and one corporate donation.

· Fundraising continues to be an area of exploration and focus for the Society. More funding is needed on an on-going basis.

· The Foundation is registered with CanadaHelps.org, which allows it to accept on-line donations through the website  

BOOK DRIVES

· A book drive at Blueridge Elementary School and a number of book donations by private individuals resulted in donations of approximately 2500 good quality, gently used books

· More book drives are planned for 2012 through both elementary schools and corporations
