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OPERATIONS

· Frog Hollow Neighbourhood House bookshelf was open throughout the school year.

· Plans were finalized to bring the Books for Me! Program to Queen Alexandra and Waverley Elementary Schools starting in the 2012 academic year.

· 11 volunteers were recruited and trained.

· Any books not currently in program locations are stored at Maple Leaf Storage on Quebec Street in Vancouver.   

· Directors and Officers Liability Insurance is in place.

· As of August 31, 2012, 1643 books have been distributed. 

FUNDING

· Books for Me! submitted grant applications to several funders. These applications were not accepted this year.  Applications to a number of funders will be submitted in the next fiscal year. 

· Donations in the amount of $9,052 have been received from companies and individuals, including $1,245 from a successful Open House in April 2012.  

· Each donor receives a personalized letter or email of thanks along with a tax receipt. Donor contact information is kept private.
· Books for Me! is registered with CanadaHelps.org, which allows it to accept on-line donations through the website.  

BOOK DONATIONS
· Book drives were held at several schools, and many individuals and families made donations of books.  

· A number of families asked that donations of books be made in lieu of gifts for children’s birthdays. 

· Book drives are planned for 2012-2013 through schools, corporations and organizations.
